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Collegiate archers often have many goals in the sport, whether it’s to make the US Archery team, travel internationally, or just hang out with like-minded              
friends.  Ultimately, at the college level, we would like to see you earn recognitions as an All-American athlete
and as an Academic All-American.  And of course… there’s that Olympic dream…

Eligibility 

In order to be eligible to compete with Sun Devil Archery: 
• you must be enrolled fulltime at ASU and making satisfactory progress toward a degree as defined by the institution, but 

no  less than 12 hours and a 2.0 minimum GPA for undergraduates and 6 hours and a GPA of 3.0 for graduates… and,
• you must be member of USA Archery (NAA) 

Length of Eligibility 

A collegiate archer may compete in College Archery Program (CAP) competitions for a maximum of four years either as an 
undergraduate or a graduate student.  A student who uses a year of eligibility still has unlimited years to complete a 
total of four years of CAP eligibility.

Archery All-American

Selection to the All-American Team is one of the highest honors that can be earned by a collegiate archer.   The All-American Team is made up of the
top ten ranked archers in each of the four competitive categories recognized by the USA Archery CAP. 

Men’s Recurve Bow – Women’s Recurve Bow – Men’s Compound Bow – Women’s Compound Bow 

The rankings for All-American are computed by combining the archer’s scores from both the US Indoor and the US Intercollegiate Archery Championships.
US Indoor – Total score (18m)  USIACs – Total score from the FITA Round (90m, 70m, 50m, 30m – men, 70m, 60m, 50m, 30m – women)

Academic All-American

To become an Academic All-American an archer must finish in the top 25% of their division in the US Indoor National Championships and have a 
cumulative Grade Point Average of 3.0 (out of 4.0) or better .
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Although being a member of the team can be a not-so-competitive experience if that's what a person 
wants it to be, there must be certain minimum standards. If an archer is going to represent ASU at 
tournaments, then he or she MUST attend team practices. ��������	�
��
��� has official team practices 
twice a week, but our high level shooters average 4 to 6 days per week for several hours each day. 
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��� Competition/Events

In order to compete in the collegiate division under the ASU name, you must be a member
of the ��������	�
��
��� team. One university... one team.

We shoot a lot of tournaments and do a fair share of traveling for team events.  This is a
fabulous technique to increase your physical and mental archery game!

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Admission Requirements 

• Must be a high school graduate. 
• Meet class rank or test score or GPA.

� Class Rank: Top 25% of the high school graduating class. Applicants in the top 26- 50% may be admitted with conditions. 
� OR ACT Composite: 24*        
� OR SAT Reasoning: 1110* 

* ASU does not require the writing option for these tests.
� OR GPA: 3.0 or above (4.0=A) in competency courses.  Applicants with a 2.50-2.99 GPA in competency courses may be admitted with  

conditions. 
• Meet competency requirements. 
• The following Schools have additional admission requirements: Ira. A. Fulton School of Engineering, Walter Cronkite School of Journalism and  

Mass Communication, W. P. Carey School of Business

Application Process 

• Complete the Undergraduate Admission Application. 
• Submit the nonrefundable $50 application fee for non-Arizona residents. 
• Have your ACT or SAT scores sent directly to Undergraduate Admissions, Arizona State University, P.O. Box 870112, Tempe, AZ 85287-0112. 
• Request that an official transcript be sent directly from your school(s) to Undergraduate Admissions. Upon graduation or completion of the  

semester, request that a final transcript be sent directly to ASU in order to receive financial aid disbursement and register for future classes. 
• ASU begins accepting applications for fall semester (August start) July 1 of the previous year. ASU begins accepting applications for spring 

semester (January start) March 1 of the previous year. 
• If you are a high school student, apply by December 1 of your high school senior year to be considered for ASU's merit-based scholarships. 
• After you apply you will receive an ASURITE UserID and Activation Code in the mail. Once you activate the UserID, you can check your 

admission status online and take care of university business.
