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Despite only having four athletes competing (one in each division) , the ASU Archery team (aka – Sun Devil Archery) was able to make its presence felt this weekend in the Western Regional Outdoor Archery Championships in Los Angeles, California.

Lindsay Pian (Female Recurve) and Ashley Votruba (Female Compound) led the squad by posting the highest FITA qualifying scores in each of their divisions, consequently receiving the #1 seed positions for their Championship rounds.  Ted Harden (Male Recurve) finished the FITA portion as the # 2 seed for the shoot-offs, behind Dakota Sinclair of Saddleback.  Chris Mullen (Male Compound), was forced to withdraw from the event on the first day due to equipment failure.

In the Championship shoot-off rounds, Pian, Votruba, and Harden defeated all opponents!  Each is now the Western Regional Outdoor Champion in his or her respective division.  That's right, just one year after ASU's return to competitive archery, Sun Devil Archers hold the 3 out of the 4 possible Regional titles! 
Pian, Votruba, and Harden were named to the West All-Regional Archery Team. The team represents best 12 athletes in the sport from among Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Hawaii, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon, Utah, Washington, and Wyoming schools, as determined by an archer's combined scores from Indoor Nationals and the Western Regional Outdoor Championship FITA portion.

Not to be outdone, Coach Kari Granville was named the Western Region's "2006 Rookie Coach of the Year" and took it a step further to also be named the overall "2006 Coach of the Year."  Granville was additionally elected to a two year term on the USA Archery Collegiate Executive Council as the Western Region Representative. 

Overall, there were 10 schools represented at this year's tournament including university powerhouses like Stanford, UC Berkeley, and UCLA.

Sun Devil Archery will close out its season in mid May as they travel back to Los Angeles, to compete in the US Intercollegiate Archery Championships and the World University Games trials.
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
